Agreement on Application for Construction Type Certification Services
Intertek Japan K.K. (hereinafter referred to as “Intertek”) and an applicant for the construction type certification of specified radio equipment under the provisions of Article 38-24 of the Radio Act (hereinafter referred to as the “Applicant”) agree to the following terms and conditions for the application for construction type certification services:
Article 1 (Application)
Upon application by the Applicant to Intertek, this Agreement shall apply to the services for construction type certification of specified radio equipment (hereinafter referred to as "Certification") provided by Intertek to the Applicant.

Article 2 (Effective Term of this Agreement)
This Agreement shall be effective from the date when the Applicant affixes its seal or signature to this Agreement to the date of Certification; provided, however, that such term shall be determined separately for confidentiality under Article 7 hereof. In addition, the effective term under this article shall not apply to the limitation of liability under Article 8 hereof.

Article 3 (Application for Construction Type Certification)
1 An Application for Construction Type Certification (hereinafter referred to as the “Application”) to be submitted by the Applicant, along with this Agreement, shall be submitted by the Applicant to Intertek for each piece of specified radio equipment under the application, and the Applicant shall be responsible for all applications.
2 The Applicant shall without delay notify Intertek of any changes to the information contained in the Application.
Article 4 (Application Documents for Construction Type Certification)
1 The Applicant shall be solely responsible for the information contained in the application documents for construction type certification (hereinafter referred to as “Application Documents”) to be submitted by the Applicant to Intertek along with the Application.
2 Intertek may, if it considers that there are any doubts as to any part or the whole of the Application Documents submitted by the Applicant, notify the Applicant to that effect and request the submission of revised Application Documents.
3 If the Applicant fails to provide a test piece and all the necessary documents to Intertek within three months from the date of receipt of the Application, despite a demand from Intertek, this Application shall be deemed to be withdrawn at the convenience of the Applicant, and Intertek shall close the project and charge the Applicant 30% of the estimate.
Article 5 (Test Results Report)
1 The Applicant shall be solely responsible for the information contained in a test results report to be submitted by the Applicant to Intertek as part of the Application Documents.
2 Intertek may, if it considers that there are any doubts as to the whole or any part of a test results report submitted by the Applicant, notify the Applicant to that effect and request the provision of the equipment under application to conduct the relevant test, which shall not be refused by the Applicant.
Article 6 (Examination)

Intertek shall, promptly upon receipt of the Application submitted by the Applicant along with Application Documents, conduct an examination in accordance with operational regulations separately issued by Intertek.

Article 7 (Confidentiality)
1 Intertek is obliged to maintain the confidentiality of the Application Documents submitted by the Applicant and information related to the Application, and other technical, financial, production, and business information specific to the Applicant obtained in the course of providing services.
2 If any information in the Application Documents is required to be disclosed upon request of the Ministry of Internal Affairs and Communications, which is a competent authority of Intertek, Intertek may, upon prior notice to that effect to the Applicant, disclose to the Ministry of Internal Affairs and Communications the information in the Application Documents to the minimum extent necessary.
3 The term of confidentiality of the Application Documents is one year from the date when the Applicant affixes its seal or signature to this Agreement; provided, however, that Intertek shall not refuse to extend such period by written notice.
Article 8 (Limitation of Liability)
1 Intertek shall not be held responsible if there are false statements in the Application Documents submitted by the Applicant to Intertek
2 Intertek shall not be held responsible if Intertek finds that the facts are no longer the same as in the Certification as a result of the alteration, addition, or deletion made by the Applicant to circuits or configurations of the certified equipment after the Certification by Intertek.
3 Intertek shall not be held responsible for any problems caused by the Applicant’s failure to reflect in the certified equipment any conditions presented by Intertek to the Applicant at the time of Certification.
4 It is declared that the equipment under application is constructed to prevent easy opening (or easy modification) of the high-frequency section and modulation section, except for the antenna system;
provided, however, that this shall apply only if such equipment under application is radio equipment under Article 2, Paragraph, 1, Items 19, 19-2, 19-3, 19-3-2, and 19-11 of the Certification Rules.
Article 9 (Court of Jurisdiction)
The parties hereto agree that any action relating to this Agreement shall be brought before the Yokohama District Court as a court of competent jurisdiction. 

Article 10 (Consultation)
Any matters not provided for in this Agreement or questions concerning any of the provisions of this Agreement shall be resolved amicably by consultation between Intertek and the Applicant based on the principle of good faith and mutual trust. To certify the execution of this Agreement, the Applicant shall submit to Intertek an original copy of this Agreement signed (subscribed) or sealed by the Applicant, along with the Application.
